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Katrina affects HIANG members 
attending training in the Gulf

Twenty-two Hawaii Air National 
Guardsmen were on the Gulf Coast 
attending technical training when 
category 4 Hurricane Katrina smashed 
its way through Louisiana, Mississippi 
and Alabama . 

"You could see the debris from 
the room. You could see all the trees 
toppled over. You could see across 
the parking lot, some of the 
windows were busted out " said 
Senior Airman Sariethia Elliottt, 154th 
Medical Group, as she describes her 
first glimpse of the destruction 
Hurricane Katrina caused at Keesler 
Air Force Base. 

Keesler Air Force Base wasn't 
the only military installation that was 
affected by Katrina It also wasn't the 
only military installation housing Hawaii 
Air National Guard Airmen. 

"When we first got outside we 
could see the trees snap. On the fence 
line there was a boat and a tree, we 
had a motor home that rolled over ... a 
lot of tho~," said Senior Airman Byron 
Cooper, 154th Civil Engineering 
Squadron, as he recounts his 
experience at the Naval Consnuction 
Training Center, Gulfport Mississippi. 

Cooper was attending a 17 ° 
week long school at the NCTC to 
become a structural apprentice. 

The phrase, people do what they 
can with what they have, was put to

the test at the NCTC. Safety measures 
required Cooper, along with well over 
1,000 people at NCTC, to talce shelter 
in a warehouse. 

After the hurricane, it went up to 
about 3,000 to 4,000 after a few days. 

"We were just working so hard to 
do what we could," said Cooper who 
was allowed to go off-base to assist in 
the rescue efforts when he was at the 
NCTC. 

"The first day afte.r the storm, we 
went off-base and we did details all 
week long with the Army and Navy," 
said Cooper. "We went to a Veterans 
home in Biloxi, got a bunch of Veterans 
out of the second and third floor." 

Many of the students assisted in 
the cleanup by picking up debris from 
the flightlines, cleaning up the military 
housing areas, serving meals to civilians 
and even setting up additional shelters 
and cots to house thousands of evacuees 
left homeless. 

''I was helping feed the civilians that 
came on base. That 
first day we went to the 
Veterans home, I think 
that was the most 
gratifying, that's why I 
wanted to keep 
continuing to go off­
base," said Cooper. 

It's also the 
reason why Cooper 
wanted to stay on the 
Gulf Coast. When 
asked if anyone 

wanted to volunteer to 

stay back and help with the relief 
efforts, Cooper along with many of 
the other HIANG members, eagerly 
raised their hands. Despite 
volunteering, Cooper and the other 
HIANG members were sent home 
as relief began to arrive from all over 
the United States. 

HIANG members are 
gradually being sent back to the East 
Coast to complete their technical 
training, as the reconstruction and 
repairs continue in the Gulf.

Our~ondolences also go out-to 
the other members of the 29th BCT 
who've been killed in Iraq. Staff Sgt. 
Frank Tiai, a member of the l 00th Bat­
talion, from American Samoa, was 
killed in July. We also need to pay 
homage to the fallen California Army 
National Guard soldiers who were 
mobilized as part of the 29th BCT. 
They are Staff Sgt. Alfredo Silva, Staff 
Sgt. Daniel Sheile, Staff Sgt. Jerry 
Bonifacio, Sgt. Michael Sonoda, and 
Sgt. Paul Neubauer. 

We should always be mindful that 
ours' can be a dangerous profession, 
but an absolutely necessary one, as the 
guardians of freedom for America ·and 
for oppressed people everywhere. As 
I stated earlier it has been a tough sum-

mer, but the men and women of the 29th 
BCT continue to make Hawaii proud. 

Hawaii's residents are clearly sup­

• shown it with their generosity. After a 
report in one of the local newspapers 
that OU( soldiers were missing local­
style rice, huge volumes of rice were 
immediately mailed to our soldiers in 
Iraq by caring individuals and civic or­
ganizations.

One year deadline to file 
TRICARE claims 

TRICARE beneficiaries who file 
their own claims should remem­
ber that, with few exceptions, 
claims must be filed within one 
year of the date of medical service 
or from the date of discharge from 
an inpatient facility. Beneficia­
ries also have one year from the 
<late they receive medication to 
1ie for reimbursement of phar­
macy claims. .Additionally, the 
one-year filing deadline applies 
to 'those who file on behalf of indi­
viduals with other health insur­
ance (OHi). 

The deadline applies to 
TRICARE Standard beneficiaries 
as well as to TRICARE Prime en­
·.rollees who obtain emergency or 
urgent care outside of the 
TRICARE region in which they-are 
enrolled. TRI CARE .Prime and· 
Extra providers are required to file 
claims on a beneficiary's 9eJ:ialf, 
.and must -also meet -the one year 
r-ectuirement. 

TRICARE beneficiaries who use 
th.on-network pharmacies to -ob­
tain their prescription ,rJ.rugs pay 
full .price at the pharmacy and . 
. ..then·,.must ,file :a claim to obtain 
ireimbi:arsement.

TRICARE pays 
first, however, when prescriptions 
not covered by OHi are covered by 
TRICARE or when OHi coverage is 
exhausted. In either case, ben­
eficiaries must obtain an Expla­
nation of Benefits (EOB) from the 
OHi indicating their OHi does not 
cover the medication or that the 
benefit limits of the OHi have been 
reached. Beneficiaries must sub­
mit a DD 2642 form with the EOB, 
a copy of the itemized bill and, if 

• a drug claim, a copy of the· pre­
scription to the appropriate 
TRICARE contractor for reim­
bursement.

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Hickam Air Force Base C-17s start to take shape

In a colorful 
ceremony sprinkled 
with Hawaiian tradi­
tion, the four major 
sections for Hickam 
Air Force Base's first 
C-17 were joined 
Friday, Aug. 19 in the 
Long Beach, Calif., 
factory where the gi­
ant airlifter is as­
sembled. "We 're 
amazed at the effort 
and dedication it 
takes to put this air- [ 
plane together," said 
Major General Rob­
ert Lee, adjutant gen­
eral of the State of

Hawaii and the com-
mander of the Hawaii National Guard. "The indus­
trial might of the United States of America is alive 
and well in the C-17 workforce in Long Beach." 

About 500 Boeing employees, as well as a large 
delegation of civic and military leaders from Hono­
lulu were on hand for the event. Major join is a sig­
nificant milestone in the aircraft's assembly, as it's the 
first time the C-17 actually looks like an airplane. 

When delivered in January 2006, the aircraft 
will be the U.S.Air Force's 146th C-17, and the first 
based outside of the continental United States. "We 
would welcome as many Boeing employees as pos­
sible to come to Honolulu for our delivery next year," 
said Lee, drawing boisterous applause from employ­
ees. "We want to return your hospitality." 

The celebration aircraft is the first of eight C-
17s destined for Hickam. The seven C-l 7s that fol­
low it will arrive in Honolulu approximately every three 
to four weeks- until the squadron is complete in mid-
2006. 

long-range capabilities will address one 
of the Pacific Air Forces' biggest chal­
lenges - spanning 14 time zones.

During picture taking, individual veterans had an opportunity 
to share their comments with the secretary. Many thanked the Governor for 
making it possible to meet the secretary and interact with leaders of the veteran 
community.
