Research has established a much elrller use and what is believed to be the first In 
this country, On August 16, 1824, the Eleventh Regiment, New York Arti I lery, was, with 
other troops, waiting at the Blttery for the arrival of the Marquis de Lafayette to escort 
him to the City H al I, the Fourth Company of the Regiment having been designated as the 
Guard of Honor. 

The Eleventh at that time, was composed of both artl I lery and rifle companies, but the 
latter were dissatisfied and ·plann~d to withdraw and form a separate infantry organization,
